Introduction
Kinder+ is a program designed to make 4 year old Kindergarten both affordable and accessible for all Boroondara families. This scheme has been established to assist families with the costs of the 4 year old kindergarten year in community managed kindergartens. Assistance is also available to families in long day care centres where a funded 4 year old program operates.

The State Government provides a fee subsidy for 10 hours of Kindergarten for eligible 4 year olds, i.e. Pensioner Concession Card, Health Care Card holders & Temporary Protection/Humanitarian Visas.

As Kindergartens in Boroondara offer programs of between 10 – 16 hours per week fees charged are generally higher than the Government subsidy.  Additional levies may also apply.
What does Kinder+ offer?

· A maximum of $250 per child per year. 
All Healthcare Card Holders and Pension Card Holders are eligible to apply.
· Subsidies are also available on a single term basis. 
· Support for short term financial hardship.
· To facilitate access to community support agencies.
· Financial Support over and above the State Government fee subsidy. The application must be authorized by President of the Committee of Management. 
Payments will be made to the kindergarten. The Kinder+ subsidy must directly benefit the family.
· All applications will be reviewed by a Foundation Boroondara advisory committee. Confidentiality will be protected. Decisions are expected within a 6 week period.
· If the family benefiting from the fee subsidy leaves the kindergarten before the end of the year, the kindergarten will retain any excess funds and apply them to an eligible family the following year.
· In November of every year each participating kindergarten & community support agency will be requested to provide feedback/comments on this scheme.
· The family will be eligible to apply if the family lives in Boroondara and attends a community managed kindergarten outside the area AND if they attend a community managed kindergarten in Boroondara but live outside the area.
